Dates: Thursday 20" till Sunday the 23" of March 2008

Where: Warwick, Queensland. (Approx. 160km S/E of Brisbane)

Warwick is only a 2 hour drive from Brisbane, a town with a lot of history and home to various popular motor
sport events at the Morgan Park Race circuit. If being close to the race track is not enough, Warwick is also
central to many wineries and has many historic runs that you can enjoy.

What's a National Challenge? What does it entail?

What are we going to do? We are going to hold a traditional National Challenge! All Sprites, Midgets,
Healeys and other invited cars are welcome to participate. State against state to see how is the best!!

Competition:

Q. Do | need experience to be a competitor? No, understand that there is driver training for the nervous
novice drivers and the experienced drivers that have never driven Morgan Park Circuit.

Q. What happens if | am slow on the circuit? Be aware that novice drivers will be all in one group so they will
not be intimidated by faster cars. Cars will be grouped by speed once we have an idea how you are going.
Q. Can my partner / friend share the car? Some people were under the impression that only one person
could compete in each car, thinking their partners could only watch. You can have as many people drive the
one car on track as logistically possible.

Challenges are about enjoying the cars, and it is where most sprite drivers have their first run on a racetrack.
In the past, the regularity result, the sprint and motorkhana results equally gave you an outright result.
Therefore a road Sprite can place very high in the results. The National Challenge Trophy is won by a state
and is judged by results from The Sprints, The Regularity, The Motorkhana and the Concourse. It is therefore
all about team results and what cars were needed to achieve a result, and why you need all sprites, from
standard road sprites, to quick race sprites.

Social:

It's all about getting together and having fun, going on social drives and talking about our cars. We have a
great variety of events and trips for you to enjoy. Drives through lovely rainforest areas, lovely bushwalks,
trips to Historic Homesteads and Wine tasting, we’ll keep you busy!

For the dinners we are all together and again get to share in the camaraderie that comes from a common
passion for our cars. We also get to share our favourite toys and memorabilia to people who really
appreciate our hobby. There is even a chance for you to get up, show us your talents and totally embarrass
yourself in front of your peers!

“The Commonage”

Evidence indicates that this cottage, known as The Commonage, was erected during the
late 1860’s or early 1870’'s for John Leonard of Warwick. It appears to have been built as a
residence and shop for Leonard, who was subsequently listed as a shopkeeper. It is a
one-storeyed building with attic space beneath its steeply pitched roof and was
constructed using local hand made bricks. In 1949 a skillion-roofed weatherboard lean-to
was added at the rear. The front awning was reconstructed, along with extensive internal
and external restoration work. The Commonage is a self contained cottage, within walking
distance of the CBD and is available for tourist accommodation.

Morgan Park Raceway Track Day

Welcome to Morgan Park Raceway at Warwick! You will find this to be one of the most
enjoyable race tracks suited to our little vehicles. It is not in an incredibility high speed
circuit and in fact has a lot of angulations, sharp corners and switch-backs.

We will kick of the day with scrutineering, equipment and vehicle safety checks.
We will ease you into the circuit with Track Familiarisation Laps, Driver Training for
inexperienced circuit drivers and a few hints and tips for the experienced Southerners who

have never driven on this circuit.

Lunch will be provided at the track before we get into the afternoons Regularity
competition.

Taking the scenic tourist drive, Settlers Route, you will drive along sweeping roads to
historic Killarney and out to Warwick's Queen Mary Falls. Enjoy a beautiful walk through
Queensland Forests to view the wonderful fall. Then back up to the Kiosk for morning tea
at the park.

From Queen Mary Falls we will travel out along a fabulous twisting rainforest road then
back along the Ceder Route to Freestone and Goomburra and arrive at Glengallan House.

Glengallan is not just any old house. Uninhabited for more than half its lifetime, it remains
frozen in time. Located near Allora in South East Queensland, Glengallan is one of the few
remaining examples of a substantial 19th century country house in Queensland. Having
been restored in 2002 it is a fascinating snapshot of time.

Lunch will be served on the lower balcony of the old homestead followed by a self paced
tour of the homestead and gardens.

From here we take the Sunflower route through Allora back to Warwick, the route will take
you past the original gates for the Glengallan Homestead which where moved into
Warwick in the early 1900’s. We then travel out to Morgan Park where the social group will
get the change to do a couple of Parade laps around the circuit before they get to hear all
the tails about how fast the competitors where today!

If watching the motorkhana is not exactly your thing, then you can go on a quick drive to
look at the Convent at the Historic Abbey of the Roses and Pringle Cottage Museum.

Abbey of the Roses (formerly Our Sisters of Mercy Convent — Our Lady of Assumption)
was built in 1893 from local Sandstone, costing approximately 12,000 pounds and was
funded by the people of Warwick through an Art Union.

The Convent catered for the education of young Catholic women for nearly a century. With
the advent of school transport systems in the 1960s, the need for boarding
accommodation declined. The last of the school's boarders left in 1972. Sisters in
residence also declined and in 1987 the Order of the Sisters of Mercy decided to sell the
property.

This historic building has now been converted into a B&B and function centre. You can
take a wander around the gardens and grab a drink at the coffee shop.

Pringle Cottage Museum is a collection of buildings which features furniture and household
items representing more that 130 years of family life in the Warwick district. Most notable
is the sandstone cottage with was built circa 1870 which is listed by the National Trust.
Collections of photographs, historical and personal items, farming equipment, vehicles and
machinery are displayed in several buildings relocated on the site
